MEASURED RESULTS AND CONCLUSIONS

The results of the impact noise tests are summarized in the table below. The calculated acoustic rating of
L'nT,w for the sample has been referenced to the acoustic criterion of NCC / BCA and AAAC? star rating. The standard product was installed on a 200 mm
concrete slab, approximately 80-120 mm deep suspended ceiling cavity and 13 mm plasterboard ceiling.

The result confirms compliance NCC/BCA use Multi-residential requirements.
